Soft-sided cabanas stand on stilts and all have a stunning view of the Atlantic Ocean.  Some Cabanas 
even perch over the sapphire sea and Plexiglas floor panels reveal tropical fish fluttering underfoot.  
Ceiling fans and tropical breezes maintain comfortable temperatures, and for guests who need that extra 
bit of cool air, each cabana has air conditioning.  All 84 Cabanas have ample windows and double doors 
that open onto ocean view verandas. These sturdy structures have aluminum frames and sailcloth-like 
material covering the aluminum frames, perfect for casual Bermudian living.  While some guests have 
called 9 Beaches’ cabanas “luxury tents” they are more like private beach houses furnished with a queen-
size bed, a small bathroom with shower and a veranda. 
 
With 9 private beaches (even at high tide) and some of the most beautiful water in Bermuda, the resort 
caters to active, down-to-earth individuals who are young at heart and love the great outdoors.  Guests at 
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9 Beaches enjoy a most relaxed Bermuda atmosphere where flip-flops are required, stilettos banned, and 
traditional “luxury seekers” discouraged from coming.

Experience a thrill ride on our 
unique tow-able “Fly Fish.”  Explore Bermuda’s beautiful coral reefs on the Reef Comber, our glass 
bottom boat.  The cruise goes out 6 miles off Bermuda to the Reef Flats, extremely shallow waters with 
amazing coral and marine life.  For an even closer look, snorkeling equipment is provided, as well.  
 
Guests of 9 Beaches can downshift and download at the same time with Wi-Fi (high-speed wireless 
connections) over various hot spots around the resort.   There’s an Internet station in Centre Stage for 
use free of charge.  All guests also receive a complimentary Bermuda cell phone(one per cabana) for free 
local calls and for international calls (fees apply).   Important numbers such as the Concierge, a la Carte 
food & beverage service and our Duty Manager– are pre-programmed.  iPods with music to fit just about 
every taste also are available.
